■Road Work: Road work and equipment.  The grader needs new tires for the front end.  Cory Tietz will check on them at Thill.  Scott construction will start the roads on Monday or Tuesday the 16th or 17th of September.  Brent will dig out the bad areas on the road tomorrow September 12, 2019.  

  Justin brought us up to date on the patching and it is almost finished.   The town had 100 ton of black top.  Almost all of the blacktop has been used.  There is about 12 ton left.  One more load of black top needs to be purchased.  Cory ordered the signs.  The cutting edges were purchased for the plows.  Justin has done all of the mowing.  Elton Christopherson made some inquiries on the grader motor.  He was advised to change the motor out to a 440.  Elton Christopherson called Downing to check on motors.  They are $5500.00 to change out the 414 with a 440.  Justin did an excellent job at running the grader last winter.
