MINUTES - TOWN OF ELK MOUND REGULAR MONTHLY BOARD MEETING October 10, 2019
Chairman Christopherson called the regular board meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. The meeting was posted at Independence State Bank, Elk Mound Post Office, the Town Hall and the Website. The Board and Treasurer were present at the meeting.  Jeff Klemp made a motion to approve the September board meeting minutes. Marvin Michels seconded the motion.  Motion carried.  The financial report was read by the clerk. A motion to accept the financial report was made by Jeff Klemp and seconded by Marvin Michels.  Motion carried. 
Public Comment: None
■Road Work: Road work and equipment.  Elton Christopherson raised the issue regarding the new road construction.  Scott Construction could not blacktop a portion of the graveled area.  The board noticed that contract with Scott Construction did not include a portion that we intended to include so we will owe Scott Construction more money than the contract stated.  A portion of the road will remain gravel until paved in the spring of 2020. Cory Tietz reported on equipment repair including trailer hitch install and lights on the spreader. Justin Gabriel will be doing the lighting repairs on the truck. Justin Gabriel has done some patching and grader patching also.  There is 10-12 tons of blacktop left. Justin Gabriel will get some winter cold mix as well. The clerk will get together all of the expenses for the new tractor and bill half of it to Colfax. Justin Gabriel will be looking at the shoulders on 970th. 
■New Business

■ATV/UTV: Lucas Brackin from Trail Boss ATV Assn attended the meeting.  The Village of Elk Mound approved a Village route.  The group is seeking our approval for a route from the south to north on 890th to 530th and then into the Village.  They are also looking for approval on 530th to 850th. Their goal is to get to the Junction and the Pour house and the U Fuel at the north end of 850th. Jeff Klemp made a motion to approve opening these routes to ATV/UTV users.  Marvin Michels seconded the motion.  Motion carried.  Jeff Klemp moved to have the ATV club buy the signs for the routes and Justin Gabriel will install them.  Marvin Michels seconded the motion.  Motion carried. 

■Road Damage Ordinance Update: Jeff Klemp is currently drafting the ordinance.  He inquired if adjacent property owner liability should be included.  The board decided that it should be included in the ordinance.  Jeff Klemp will include both scenarios in the ordinance.   
■2020 Solid Waste and Recycling Fees:  The fees for 2020 went up to 44,367.00.  Jeff Klemp motioned to approve the new fee to be set at $70 per household.  Elton Christopherson seconded the motion. Motion carried. 

■Road Grants: LRIP and 90/100: Elton Christopherson stated that we have to build the roads per the program requirements so we cannot take part in this program.
